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ND’s Last Athletic Star Shines 
 Brekan Kohlitz ‘04, just wrapped up his playing career as the captain of the University of 
Michigan's Lacrosse team.   Brekan, a face-off specialist, won over 70% of his face-offs in 2008 - his 
senior season.  He also led the team with 144 ground-balls, scored four goals, and had four assists.  
Brekan dominated face-offs against Arizona and Arizona State in February, earning CollegeLAX 
Men’s Collegiate Lacrosse Association (MCLA) player of the week honors.  He became Michigan’s 
first national player of the week award winner.  On May 4th, Brekan won 15 of 25 face-offs, lead-
ing Michigan to a 21 - 5 trouncing of Michigan State in the 
Central Collegiate Lacrosse Association championship game.  
The win kept Michigan undefeated and 
helped them earn a #1 seed in the 
MCLA national tournament.  After 
cruising through the early rounds of the 

national tournament, Kohlitz dominated 
face-offs in the national championship 
match against    Chapman.  He won 21 
of 29 face-offs and scored one goal, lead-
ing the Michigan Lacrosse team to its 
first undefeated season and first National Championship.  He 
is Michigan's all time leader in ground balls with 406, face-offs 
with 978, face-offs wins with 695.  Brekan capped his career by 
earning first team all-American honors in 2008.

Michigan’s First Ever Drafted 
 Coming off the University of Michigan men's lacrosse team's first National Championship 
win, senior captain and faceoff specialist Brekan Kohlitz ‘04 was drafted by the Washington Bay-
hawks as the 44th pick in the fifth round of the Major League Lacrosse collegiate draft on May 27, 
2008.  Kohlitz became the first player from the  Men's Collegiate Lacrosse Association (MCLA) ever 
to be drafted into Major League Lacrosse.  Kohlitz is coming off a highly successful senior season 

where he earned first-team All-American honors for winning over 70% of 
his face-offs (270-380) while scooping up a team-high 144 ground-
balls.  Kohlitz finished his four-year career as the Wolverines' all-time 
leader in face-offs (978), face-off wins (695), and groundballs (406).  He 
finished his tenure with the Maize and Blue in solid fashion, tying a ca-
reer high with 21 face-off wins in the MCLA Championship Game win 
over Chapman on May 17, 2008.  Kohlitz also eclipsed his career point 
total in his final campaign, notching four goals and four assists after 
only recording one goal and one assist in his first three years for U-M.  
 

The Washington Bayhawks are coming off a 5-7 season in 2007.  They 
are 3-4 so far in the 2008 campaign, with wins in their home-opener vs. 
Denver, and against Chicago and Rochester.
